Black & Jewish Journeys (Year 9 & KS4) Outreach

Summary:

Discover similarities and differences between the Great Jewish Migration and the migration of
Caribbean people during the Windrush movement. Explore images from the Museum collection
and other archival sources to learn more about why these communities migrated to Britain and

challenges they faced. Reflect on minority contributions’ to Britain as a way to build bridges and

enhance empathy for each other.

1) To understand that diversity and migration in Britain is nothing new and has a long history.

2) To understand the similarities and differences between the Great Jewish Migration and the migration of

Caribbean people during the Windrush movement.

3) To understand the legacy of Black and Jewish communities in the UK and how different identities can overlap.
